Last yearõs Christmas Party for our Mentoring 

and Feeding Program at San Antonio Elemen-

tary School was without brother Jess Matubis 

and sister Lulu. 

This year, our students were in for a treat since 

the couple who initiated this program are here 

and they brought a lot of stuff for the kids to 

enjoy. 

After the success of our Mentoring and Feeding 

Program at San Antonio Elementary School in 

Paranaque City, we opened another.   

We have chosen Piela, in Cavite through sister 

Dorcy Mabungaõs insistence.  She had seen the 

need for the street children in her area and 

asked our assistance for help. 

Our students at Piela Mentoring and Feeding 

Program are children who have not reached past 

fourth grade.  Six of them are teen-agers (Nano, 

Juvy, Naneng, Jessica, Mary and Mae). 

Nano is seventeen (17) years old, he only at-

tended third grade.  He told us that he dropped 

out of school since he did not have any money 

for fare and oftentimes attend his class without 

even having breakfast and lunch. 

Jessica (13) and Naneng (14) are sisters who 

dropped out of fourth grade when their dad 

abandoned them.  They have been subject to 

ridicule by their classmates and that forced them 

out of school. 

Another siblings are Juvilyn (14) and Jocelyn 

(10).  Juvilyn was able to attend up the third 

grade but her sister Jocelyn had no experience 

whatsoever attending school.  At her age, she 

does not know how to count, read, or even 

write her own name.  These are the challenges 

we have in our Mentoring and Feeding Pro-

gram. 

With the aid of LIFT B.A.B.I.E.S Foundation, 

I was able to tap the help of STARBUCKS in 

Dasmarinas and they gave their òmarked outó 

pastries daily for the said program. 

I just have to bear the gasoline cost of travel-

ling 50  kilometers to and fro.  Lately, my 

cousin who lives in Dasmarinas now picks up 

the pastries and I just get it from her place on 

Fridays on my way to the feeding program. 
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The 3rd Manila School of Evangelism Alumni 

Homecoming with the theme òSilver Liningó 

commemorating our 25th year of existence was 

held at the Jabez Camp, Dasmarinas Cavite, last
